Visa Procedures

Exchange students need to apply for X1 (long term/ more than 180 days) or X2 (short term/
less than 180 days) Visa. Other types of visas will not be accepted at registration.

Those who hold an X1 Visa are required to apply for a Student Residence Permit within 30
days of entering China. International students should apply for a Student Visa at the
Chinese Embassy or Consulate in their respective countries and provide admission
materials from BNU as well as any other documents requested by the Embassy or
Consulate during the application.

Insurance Required

As required by relevant national regulations, international students must purchase group
insurance from Ping’an Insurance Company for studying in China before registration.
Please note that other types of insurance will not be accepted at registration.

Scholarship’s students whose letter of admission indicates insurance coverage are not

required to purchase insurance.

Physical Examination
Required

Students holding X1 visas in China are generally required to have a physical examination at a

designated hospital either in their home country or upon arrival in China.
