a) Hybridity, cultural translation and multiple modernities, Gottingen, 15"/16™ September 2016
The workshop for graduates “Hybridity, cultural translation and multiple modernities” is organised by
doctoral candidates and postdocs of the interdisciplinary Early Career Research Group “Multiple
Modernities”. Central to the workshop is the critical and productive discussion of the notion and
concept of hybridity and its relation to other concepts of interculturality and cultural contact, the
historiographical and sociological paradigm of the “Multiple Modernities” and the practice of
“cultural translation” in particular. After years of euphoric adoption of the term to describe
intercultural, transnational and posthumanist phenomena in literary studies, media studies as well as
cultural sciences, hybridity was the target of criticism, also due to its affinity to processes of
capitalistic innovation and neoliberal identity policy. It is the aim of the workshop to process the
concept’s history and problems and its entanglements. Additionally, we would like to address and
identify the potentials of hybridity in relation to other modes of cultural contact mentioned in the
title.
